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Notre Dame High School was founded to help children who are
orphans of HIV/aids and those from very low income families

The school has no clean drinking water and desires to have

better sanitary facilities. The only available water sources are
nearby swamps and unprotected springs, which are contaminated
and unsafe to use. Piped water is available 5 kilometres from the
school but there are no provisions for piping the water to the school
buildings. Current sanitary facilities consist of a pit toilet.

With the help of our engineers the school was able to extend the pipes to secure clean drinking water and
construction has started on better sanitation facilities, including showers
